education from grades one to seven (starting at grade 
one and adding a grade each year). However, our future 
construction plans are targeted to extend through to year 
twelve, so that there is consistency throughout junior and 
secondary school. The school will aim to develop individual 
character and Christian service in the community through 
Bible-based teaching; catering to the educational, physical 
and spiritual needs of all the students.

Activities:

education to orphans and vulnerable children so that they 
are able to read, write and express themselves with a view 
to being self-reliant later in their lives. Financial and some 
material resources will be sourced from Australia to help 
in the building of a community school and purchase of

for each student, to supplement daily meals from their 
homes.

2. Employment  - ICCS will provide local employment in 
the areas of teaching, administration, cleaning, cooking, 
driving, building, carpentry, plumbing, electrical and 
farming.

3. Life survival skills  - ICCS plans to include trade training 
skills in future for people who have left school and cannot 
afford to go to college or university. Tertiary skills such as 
carpentry, brick making and laying, sewing, cooking and 
knitting, will be taught after school hours on the premises. 

4. Tertiary education  - Where possible, through 
individual sponsorship (or a scholarship fund), students 
who complete High School may be given the opportunity 
to continue their studies.  

5. Farming  - The school plans to cultivate fruit and 
vegetables (and possibility chickens and livestock) to 
supplement the meals provided to the children.

MANYANDO YOUTH ACTION 
COMMUNITY SCHOOL

Manyando Youth Action Community School was founded 
in the year 2000 by Justin Lukonde, who felt compelled to 
help children roaming the streets in an area of the City of 
Kitwe (in the North of Zambia) where he lived.

The school started with an initial 50 children and now has 
over 300 enrolled. The school runs classes from Grade 
1 to Grade 7 and the children’s ages range from 5 to 22 
years.  All the subjects in the Zambian Basic Education 
Curriculum are taught at the school.  The school has 5 
teachers who are drawn from the local community.

Blessed to Bless has made a big difference in the lives of 
the children of MYACS since July 2007.  Donations from 
members have  provided a diverse range of items such as

machines, materials and haberdashery for the students. 
B2B members also support the teachers by paying small 
salaries to the staff, who would otherwise work voluntarily.

In October 2007, some members of Blessed to Bless paid 
for the connection of water at the school. The German 
Embassy in Lusaka and B2B replaced the old single pit 
latrine with a new toilet and amenities block.

Another member provided funds for new steel doors to 
replace the old wooden doors, to improve the security of 
the school.

In August 2010, B2B members replaced sections of the
